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Highlights

The cost of the minimum food
basket in hard -to -reach areas
showed a decrease of 2%, while

in the rest of the country it
increased by 3%.

Babylon and Qadisyia still
register the highest daily wages
at 1IQD 30,000 while Salah Al

offers the lowest stipends at IQD
15,789. The major fluctuation
concerns Erbil, which saw the
daily wages decrease by
approximately 15%.

In Hawija and Tarmia the
security situation is concerning
