Summary

 Compared with the previous reporting period, theMSivecorded more ceasefire
violations in both Donetsk and Luhansk regions. $MM saw works at the checkpoint
of the armed formations in the disengagement aeaa $tanytsia Luhanska.

 The SMM continued monitoring the security situatairthe disengagement areas near
Petrivske and Zolote.

* The Mission visited border crossing points in n@vgnment-controlled areas of
Donetsk and Luhansk regions.

* The Mission continued to face restrictions to rseflom of movement including at a
checkpoint of the armed formations near Zaichenksputhern Donetsk region. It also
faced other impediments in establishing and repgrfacts at a hospital in non-
government-controlled Luhansk city following regodf an incident.*

Ceasefire violations observed by the SMM
8 January 2020
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In Donetsk region, the SMM recorded more ceaseimtations, including more explosions
(about 30), compared with th@evious reporting periodl7 explosions). The majority of
ceasefire violations, including more than half led €xplosions, were recorded in areas north
and north-north-east of Shyrokyne (government-adletl, 100km south of Donetsk) and
north and north-north-east of Marinka (governmenttlled, 23km south-west of Donetsk).

In Luhansk region, the SMM recorded more ceasefoations, including, more explosions
(about 65) compared with tipeevious reporting periotho ceasefire violations). The majority
of ceasefire violations, including more than twindk of the explosions, were recorded in areas
near Zolote (government-controlled, 60km west dh&nsk) (see below).

Disengagement areas near Stanytsia Luhanska, Zoloted Petrivske

On the morning of 8 January, inside ttisengagement area near Stanytsia Luhanska
(government-controlled, 16km north-east of Luhangt® SMM saw three workers installing
plastic shelves under the windows of four booththatcheckpoint of the armed formations
south of the Stanytsia Luhanska bridge (15km nedst- of Luhansk). The SMM also saw
scaffolding attached to two booths and to the afdhe same checkpoint. On the same day,
the Mission saw six members of the armed formatfoaesiring armbands with “JCCC” written
on them) between the new span of the bridge anddheckpoint south of the bridge.

Outside the reporting period, on the evening amghtnbetween 31 December 2019 and 1
January 2020, the SMM camera in Petrivske (non-gwaent-controlled, 41km south of
Donetsk) recorded 34 projectiles in flight at asessed range of 1-3km south-west and west-
south-west, assessed as insidedisengagement area near Petrivsk®

On the morning of 8 January, outside the disengagéarea near Petrivske, positioned on the
road about 350m west of the north-western cornénefdisengagement area, the SMM saw
six workers from government-controlled areas, tts@eiers of the Ukrainian Armed Forces
and three officers of the Ukrainian Armed Forceghe Joint Centre for Control and Co-
ordination (JCCC). One of the workers told the SNt they were conducting a visual
inspection ahead of electrical works in the disgregaent area.

On the same day, positioned on the south-westege @ Zolote, the SMM heard 13
undetermined explosions and ten bursts of smalsdnm, all at an assessed range of 3-4km
south and all unable to be assessed as insidasdeuhedisengagement area near Zolote
Positioned in Zolote-5/Mykhailivka (non-governmeantrolled, 58km west of Luhansk), the
SMM heard 50 undetermined explosions and aboutd&dand shots of small-arms fire, all
assessed as outside the disengagement area bint5kith of its periphery.

Withdrawal of weapons

The SMM continued to monitor the withdrawal of weap in implementation of the
Memorandum and the Package of Measures and itsnildde It observed a weapon in
violation of withdrawal lines in a government-caniked area of Donetsk region (for details,
see the table below).

The SMM noted that seven self-propelled howitz881(Gvozdika 122mm) and two towed
howitzers (D-3Lyagushkal22mm) continued to be missing.

SMM facilitation of operation of critical civilian infrastructure

The Mission continued to facilitate the operatiéhe@ Donetsk Filtration Station (15km north
of Donetsk) and monitored the security situatiomiras around the pumping station near
Vasylivka (non-government-controlled, 20km nortiDafnetsk).

Border areas outside government control

While at a border crossing point near Uspenka (73auth-east of Donetsk) for about
65minutes, the SMM saw 29 cars (including 18 witiPR” plates), a covered cargo truck with
Ukrainian licence plates, two buses with “DPR” piatand ten pedestrians (mixed ages and
genders) entering Ukraine. The SMM also saw 39 @actuding 27 with Russian Federation
licence plates, as well as eight with “DPR” platesgven covered cargo trucks (three with
Ukrainian licence plates and four with “DPR” plgt@sur buses (one with Russian Federation
licence plates and three with “DPR” plates) andpkdiestrians (mixed ages and genders)
exiting Ukraine.

While at a border crossing point near Dovzhansk&r8south-east of Luhansk) for about 35
minutes, the SMM saw five cars and three busest{ynegh Ukrainian licence plates) entering
Ukraine. The SMM also saw 30 cars (licence platgvisible) and 11 pedestrians (mixed ages
and genders) exiting Ukraine.

The SMM continued monitoring in Kherson, Odessay Llwvano-Frankivsk, Kharkiv, Dnipro,
Chernivtsi and Kyiv.

*Restrictions of the SMM'’s freedom of movement or ther impediments to fulfilment of

its mandate

The SMM’s monitoring and freedom of movement astricted by security hazards and threats,
including risks posed by mines, unexploded ordnéld®) and other impediments — which vary from
day to day. The SMM’'s mandate provides for safe s@clre access throughout Ukraine. All
signatories of the Package of Measures have agoeeitie need for this safe and secure access, that

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restriction of the SMM'’s freedom of movement ctutsts a violation, and on the need for rapid
response to these violations. They have also agtes#dhe JCCC should contribute to such response
and co-ordinate mine clearance. Nonetheless, theedrformations in parts of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions frequently deny the SMM access to areamcadf to Ukraine’s border outside control of the
Government (for example, sBaily Report 4 January 2020The SMM'’s operations in Donetsk and
Luhansk regions remain restricted followitige fatal incident of 23 April 2017 near Pryshybese
restrictions continued to limit the Mission’s obgations.

Denial of access:

- At a checkpoint north of Zaichenko (non-governmemirolled, 93km south of
Donetsk), two members of the armed formati@osin denied the SMM passage
towards Pikuzy (formerly Kominternove, non-govermteontrolled, 92km south of
Donetsk) and Sakhanka (non-government-controll@édimOsouth of Donetsk), citing
“ongoing demining activities in the area”.

Regular restrictions related to disengagement am@as$ mines/UXO:

- The sides continued to deny the SMM full accessyedkas the ability to travel certain
roads previously identified as important for effeetmonitoring by the Mission and for
civilians’ movement, through failure to conduct quehensive clearance of mines,
UXO and other obstacles.

Other impediments:

- At a hospital in Luhansk city (non-government-coiied), medical staff refused to
provide the Mission with information about a ciaii casualty without written
permission from members of the armed formations.
