Tropical Cyclone Idai made landfall in Zimbabwe on 15 March 2019, the country experienced floods and sustained heavy rains caused by
the weather system. From the 29th of June 2020 to the 13th of July 2020, IOM, in close coordination with the Government of Zimba-

bwe (GoZ) and various District Civil Protection Units (DCPU), conducted the Displacement Tracking Matrix (DTM) Baseline Assessment
in two provinces which were heavily affected by the cyclone, Manicaland and Masvingo.

This report provides an analysis of priority needs of the Cyclone Idai affected communities to inform the targeting and design of future
humanitarian programming.
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
